We met at a keep
e fit class and Brenda lived round the corner from me
in Forest Road Emmbrook.

After a couple of years, we moved to Hurst, and while | was taking
confirmation classes my marriage unfortunately broke down. | was
confirmed at All Saints Church Wokingham and | eventually moved
to Woosehill where | met Marion Bolton when we were walking
our dogs and she introduced me to Brenda whose husband John
was a Lay Reader at our church. Brenda moved to Woosehill Lane
and after some while John sadly became ill and passed away. |
remember walking round to Brenda’s house with a card of
condolence and seeing a black silk scarf slotted through the letter-
box as a sign of respect.
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After this, | saw a lot more of Brenda — we met socially and after a
while two Thursday Fellowships were formed at the Church. Brenda
led one and we met every Thursday evening at my home in Linnet
Walk. During those twelve years many people passed through the door
and we often had twelve people at our group.

It was at Hallowe’en one evening after fellowship that | had a late-night
call from Brenda. Like myself, she usually left a light on when she went
out in the evening, but as it was Hallowe’en she put the light out to
avoid ‘trick or treaters’. She had come home to find someone had
broken in through her French windows and she had been burgled. As
the house was insecure and we were worried they might return, | went
around with my dog and spent the night at Brenda’s. | left her with the
police the following morning and she had sadly lost some of her
treasured mementos of John.

Another memory | have is of Brenda receiving a civil award from Wo-
kingham Council and she invited me to be her guest together with her
good friend Christine Chessell.

Some time later, | had booked a holiday to Monet’s Garden at Giverny
with my friend Judy and found that Brenda and Christine were also on
the same holiday. We had some happy times and lovely meals together
in the evenings.

Brenda also introduced me to Wokingham Twinning Group where |
was made very welcome on an exchange visit to France. After twelve
years the fellowship group sadly ended, with Brenda giving up the lead-
ership and | moved to Crowthorne.

Brenda moved to Acorn Drive and was an active member of the
Management group, where she stayed until her last few weeks at
Glebelands Residential home, where | saw her for the last time.

Travels in Australia with news of Paddy

| have just returned from a three week holiday in Australia. It was a place |
had never been to before and at my age am unlikely to go to again, so |
wanted, with in the time to see as much as | could comfortably fit in. Plan-
ning the itinerary, there were places and things that | wanted to see and
people | wanted to visit. It was imperative that | saw kangaroos and koala
bears and a visit to the Great Barrier Reef was a must. My first stop was
Cairns where my hotel situated as it was in Port Douglas was perfectly place
for visiting the Barrier Reef where | put on a helmet and walked down onto
a platform 15 feet below the sea to watch the fish.

The first was to visit Rootnest Island and see the Quakka, (small marsupials
the size of a small domestic cat) and the second was to meet up with
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Fr. Patrick King (Ed: Paddy to usiho was at Woosehill before moving to
Australia. Friday was his day off and my free day in Perth so he kindly picked
me up from my hotel and drove me round the city showing me all the im-
portant sites including the wonderful views from Kings Park. We lunched on

crocodile and octopus, overlooking the sea at a place rejoicing in the name
of “The Bib and Tucker”.

It was great to see him again and hear how much he is enjoying being in
Perth and about his ministry as Rector of the Church St John the Evangelist
Fremantle. It was a great joy to worship there on Sunday morning before
taking my flight to Singapore.
